Probably the marginalised people
living at the edge are better situated to
realise it because all the adverse impacts
of our globalization are pervading their
very existence. They are at the receiving
end of climate change, economic

-
sluggishness, migration, terrorism,
environmental pollution and degradation
etc. They are better situated to grasp the
reality and respond. Therefore, they are
providing better thoughts than the shallow
‘ntellectual exercises of urban upper and
middle class. The middle class is too
engrossed in gloating over a concept of
happy life that has the foundation of
nineteenth  century  aspirations,
consciousness of twentieth century
struggles and overlapping of twenty-first
century dreams. Thus it suffers from the
credibility of a genuine existential identity.
The middle class is too much inclined to
an insured and insular world of its own and
is thus bereft of ideas and knowledge of
real challenges in the realms of life.

It is found that the post-modern
society is a society without demarcations.
Thus expecting a designated middle class
and its characteristics in this society is
fallacious. There is a continuous seamless,
within the class structure. But the middle
class status is no more alluring. Either
people exhibit penchant for the upward
mobility for at leasta noveau-socialite tag
or remain entrenched in the belligerent
pride of being the marginalized. The
middle class is migrating at both ends in
its spirit. Then who will own up the
challenges of contemporary period in a
concerted and synergic manner? The loss
of the middle class is the loss of our time.
The upper class profits from the absence
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and the marginalized has never been able
to sustain their efforts without this middle
class.

The challenges for India at present
times must be the challenges of its midd]e
class if it has to succeed as a thriving
nation. This middle class must come out
of its comfort zone to address the real
issues that confront the Indjan society as a
whole. It must take into account the
experiences of the marginalizeq people
living at the edge ang eschew the
opportunism of the upper class at the
outset. It also has to reinvent fhe robust

characteristics it was proud of once upon
atime. It should not sacrifice the existential
nature of “to be or not to be” for a more
opportunistic and success oriented “to Be™-
