It is a
vital source of foreign exchange,
domestic products, income and
employment. Tourism dealings on
various dimensions of cultural,
religious, medical, adventure, sports,
ecotourism etc. of which ecotourism
often attracts for the nature lovers and
it emerges as the strong segment of
tourism across globe. The Bodoland
Territorial Region (BTR) is the
autonomous division inAssam and it
is made up of five districts on the north
bank of the Brahmaputra River below
the foothills of Bhutan and Arunachal
Pradesh. Tourism in this region is a
crucial sector owing to its diverse
physical, geographical and human
resources. The BTR region of Assam
has emerged as a significant
contributor to revenue generation and
economic advancement as like the any
other parts of the north east region.

Bathou Sacred Plants as Folk
Remedies: Traditional Healing
Practices among the Bodo

1.0 Introduction: -

The Bodo community is the largest
tribal group residing in the northern
part of Assam and other northeastern
states of India, as well as in
neighbouring countries such as
Bhutan, Bangladesh, Nepal, and
Myanmar. This tribe belongs to the
Sino-Tibetan language group. The
Bodos have a rich cultural heritage,
including their traditional customs,
language, and literature. Historically,
they practiced animism, a religion

known as "Bathou" (modernized as -

"Bathouism").  According to
researchers, the term "Bathouy”
derives from "Ba" (five) and "Thou"
(deep), symbolizing the five
fundamental principles of the
Supreme God. These five principles
are Bar(air), Or (fire), Ha (earth), Dwi
(water), and Okhrang (sky).

Dr. Anil Boro, in his book, writes: "The
traditional religion of the Bodos which
is Current among them since time
immemorial, is. invariably linked up
with the worship of Bathoubrai or
Sibrai, the supreme god of the Bodos.
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After the name of supreme god -

Bathoubrai, their religion is known as
Bathou religion. 'Bathou' means five
principles of creation which must be
followed by every devout member of
the race They worship Bathoubrai and
other gods and goddesses in their
religious functions and festivities
known as Kherai and Garza " The
Bathou religion, rooted in animism
from its earliest days, involves the
worship of the Supreme God through
rituals that include the sacrifice of
animals such as pigs, goats, fowl, and
eggs, along with the use of sacred
plants like Sijou, Jathrasi, Dubri Bilai,
Thulunsi, Phathwi (betel leaf), Goi
(betel nut), and Thalir bilai (banana
leaf). Over time, Bathou has
diversified into various sects, including
Bibar Bathou, Swrjigiri Bathou, and
Rupamoni Bathou. Notably, modern
interpretations of Bathou have seén
significant changes, with some sects
moving away from animal sacrifices
and adopting more contemporary
practices. However, the use of sacred
Plants in rituals remains consistent
with traditional customs.,

Folk medicine forms an
integral part of the social customs and
traditions within folklore, serving as
an essential component of the health
care system in earlier societies.
Befgre the advent of modern medical
facilities, communities relied on
natural resources to treat illnesses and

maintain well-being. This knowledge
of gathering and preparing remedies
from nature was passed down orally
from generation to generation,
becoming an intrinsic part of cultural
heritage. The Bodo community, known
for their rich traditional knowledge,
also practiced this form of healing.
They prepared medicines from various
natural resources, reflecting their deep
understanding of the environment.
From a folkloristic perspective, it is
particularly fascinating that the plants
they chose for worshiping their
supreme god were also medicinal.
The sacred plants- such as Sijou,
Jathrasi, Dubribilai, Thulunsi, Thalir
bilai, Goi, pathwi, and others used in
their rituals doubled as folk remedies,
blending spiritual reverence with
practical health practices. This
interplay between worship and
traditional medicine highlights the
profound connection between their
cultural beliefs and their natural
environment.

2.0 Discussion: Folk remedies are
a vital aspect of social folk customs,
deeply rooted in the traditional
practices of the Bodo community. In
earlier times, the Bodos would turn to
the natural environment, collecting
medicinal plants from the forest to
treat illnesses at home. For
generations, they relied on traditional
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knowledge to heal the disease, often
combining natural remedies with the
recitation of Oza mantras to address
various diseases. The forests, with
their abundant medicinal plants,
played a crucial role in safeguarding
the health of the Bodo people, serving
as both a sanctuary and a source of
healing. Among these, the sacred
plants were especially significant.
These plants, often associated with
spiritual devotion, were not only
revered as places of worship but also
utilized as sources of folk medicine.
When someone fell ill, the sacred
plants within these plants were
believed to possess healing
properties and were used to restore
health. These sacred plants were also
thought to provide protection against
dangers and diseases, symbolizing
both spiritual and medicinal
significance. The following is a
detailed discussion on the use of
sacred plants and their role in treating
ailments within the Bodo tradition.
2.0.1 Sijou: Sijou (Euphorbia
splendens)is the primary sacred plant
of the Bathou religion. It is planted at
the centre of the temporary altar, which
is enclosed by a bamboo-split fence.
Followers of Bathou worship their
supreme god under the Sijou tree.
Additionally, the Bodo people plant
this tree in the corner of their home
compounds, as it also serves medicinal
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purposes for treating various ailments.
The diseases and their treatment
methods using the Sijou tree are as
follows:

* Fungal Infection
(Ringworm): The gum of the Sijou
tree is used to treat ringworm or fungal
infections. The gum is directly applied
to the affected area to promote
healing.

* Dactylitis (Swollen Finger):
For this condition, a small piece of the
Sijou tree branch is cut, and a hole is
made in it to create a ring-like
structure. This is then placed on the
swollen part of the finger, helping to
reduce the swelling and cure the
condition.

* Asthma: To relieve asthma,
the juice extracted from roasted Sijou
leaves is consumed. This provides
significant relief from breathing
difficulties.
2.0.2 Thulunsi: Thulunsi
(Ocimumtenuiflorum), or holy basil, has

played a vital role in the Bathou religion .

since ancient times. This sacred plant
is regarded as a symbol of purity and
holiness, and its leaves are used for
sprinkling holy water during worship.
Beyond its religious significance,
Thulunsi is widely used in traditional
remedies for various ailments. Some
of its major medicinal applications are
as follows:

* Cough: The juice extracted
from Thulunsi leaves, mixed with a

small amount of honey, is consumed
to relieve cough.

*

Conjunctivitis (Eye Flu): For
eye flu or redness in the eyes, the juice
of the Thulunsi plant is applied to
provide relief.

* Skin Diseases: For
conditions such as fungal infections,

_ allergies, and itching, a paste made -

from Thulunsi leaves mixed with salt
is applied to the affected areas.

* Abdominal Pain: The juice of
Thulunsi is consumed to alleviate
abdominal pain or stomach aches.

" Minor Cuts: For minor cuts, a
paste made from Thulunsi leaves is
applied to the wound to promote
healing.

Apart from these ailments, Thulunsiis
traditionally believed to cure numerous
other diseases, showcasing its
versatility and importance in folk
medicine. '

2.0.3 Jathrasi: Jathrasi (Justicia
gendarussa) is a medicinal plant
belonging to a similar species as
other sacred plants. It has small
branches, and its leaves are thin and

- delicate in shape. Worshipers of the

Bathou religion plant Jathrasi near the

altar as a sacred plant. Its leaves are

traditionally used for sprinkling holy
water during rituals.In addition to its
religious significance, the Jathrasi
plantis regularly used as a medicinal
remedy by the Bodo people. The
following is a discussion of the

diseases itis used to treat as human
medicine:
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* Abrasion or minorcuts: For

~ abrasions or small cuts that cause

bleeding, the Bodo people use
Jathrasi leaves by crushing them into
a moist paste. This paste is then
applied directly to the affected area to
stop the bleeding and promote
healing.

2.0.4 Dubrihagra: Dubri
(Cynodondactylon), commonly known
as Bermuda grass, is another sacred
plant of the Bathou religion. It is used
for sprinkling holy water during rituals
and also serves as a natural remedy
for various ailments. The following are
its medicinal uses:

* Vomiting and Blood
Vomiting: The juice extracted from
Dubri leaves is mixed with honey or
sugar and consumed to provide relief
from vomiting or blood vomiting.

* Minor Cuts: For minor cuts
and bleeding, Dubri leaves are used
in a similar way to Jathrasi leaves.
They are crushed into a moist paste
and applied to the wound to aid
healing.

" Nosebleeds: The juice of
Dubri grass is effective in stopping
nosebleeds when applied
appropriately.

"  Headache: To relieve
headaches or reduce heat-related
discomfort, a paste made from
Bermuda grass is- applied to the
forehead, providing a cooling effect
and alleviating the pain.
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2.0.5 Thalir: Thalir (Musa paradisiaca
Linn), the green leaf of the banana tree,
holds significant importance in the
Bathou religion. Worshipers use the tip
of the leaf as a plate to hold sacred
items-such as betel nuts, betel leaves,
and other ritual offerings. Beyond its
religious role, the banana tree is widely
utilized in traditional remedies for various
ailments. Its medicinal uses include:

* Diarrhea or Loose Motion:
The juice extracted from the banana
plant (Athia Thalir), mixed with a pinch
of salt, is consumed to treat diarrhea
or loose motion. -

* Tooth Cavity: The roots of the
banana tree are crushed into a paste
and applied to cavities to provide
relief.
* Headache: Banana leaves
are also used to treat headaches. A
paste made from banana leaves is
applied to the forehead to provide a
cooling effect and relieve the
headache.

* Gastritis or Stomach Ache:
Known for its soothing properties, the
banana tree is used to alleviate
stomach aches and gastritis. The
Bodo people often cook and consume
parts of the banana tree as a curry to
address digestive issues.

* Burn Injury: For burns on
any part of the body, the water
extracted from the banana tree is
applied to the affected area. The Bodo

W
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people recognize the cooling
properties of banana tree water, which
helps provide relief from the burn and
soothes the skin.

2.0.6 Goi Phathwi: Goi (Areca
catechu), or betel nut, and Phathwi
(Piper betel). or betel leaf, hold
significant roles in the Bathou religion.
Worshipers offer pairs of betel nuts
and betel leaves, placed on the tip of
a banana leaf, as a tribute to the
supreme god. Additionally, these
items are traditionally offered to guests
as a gesture of honor and respect.
Beyond their cultural and religious
importance, both betel nut and betel
leaf are also used as medicinal
remedies.

* Conjunctivitis (Eye Flu): In
cases of eye flu, the Bodo people
chew betel nutand betel leaf and gently
blow air from their mouth onto the
affected eye. This practice is believed
to help in healing the condition.

* Constipation: For children
suffering from constipation or difficulty
in passing hard and dry stools, a small
branch of the betel leaf is carefully
used in the anal area to provide relief.
2.0.7 Wua: Wua (Bambusa

vulgaris), or bamboo, holds great
significance in the Bathou religion.
From birth to death ceremonies,
bamboo is an integral part of the Bodo
people’s traditions and daily practices.
Religiously, bamboo is used to create
a split-fence boundary enclosing the

Bathou altar. Additionally, it serves
various purposes in folk remedies
within the Bodos. Some of its
medicinal uses are as follows: .
* Cutting the Umbilical Cord:
After the birth of a baby, a sharp
bamboosslipis traditionally used to cut
the umbilical cord. This practice is
based on the belief that bamboo is
naturally free of bacteria.

* Small Cuts: For small cuts,
the outer skin of the bamboo is
scraped or shredded into a fine,
smooth powder, which is then applied
to the wound to aid healing.

3.0 Conclusion:

The Bodo community, through its Bathou
religion, demonstrates a profound
connection between spirituality and
nature, particularly through the use of
sacred plants. These plants serve adual
purpose, symbolizing devotion while also
acting as traditional remedies for various
ailments. This harmonious integration of
spiritual reverence and folk medicine
reflects the community's deep
understanding of the naturalworld and its
resources. From Sijou and Thulunsi to
Dubri and Goi, each sacred plant
embodies cultural, medicinal, and
ecological significance, forming an
integral part of Bodo folklore. The use of
these plants in rituals, healing practices,
and daily life not only reinforces their
cultural identity but also highlights their
reliance on nature's boundary. The Bodo
people's oral tradition has preserved

o

this invaluable knowledge, which is
now a cornerstone of their cultural

“heritage. This study emphasizes the
