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Assam is a state in northeastern India, south
of the eastern Himalayas along the
Brahmaputra and Barak River valleys.
Assam covers an area of 78,438 km (30,285
sq mi). It is the second largest state in
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northeastern India by area and the largest
in terms of population, with more than 31
million inhabitants. The state is bordered
by Bhutan and Arunachal Pradesh to the
north; Nagaland and Manipur to the east;
Meghalaya, Tripura, Mizoram and
Bangladesh to the south; and West Bengal
to the west via the Siliguri Corridor, a 22-
kilometre-wide (14 mi) strip of land that
connect the state to the rest of India.
Assamese and Bodo are two of the official
languages for the entire state and Meitei
(Manipuri) is recognized as an additional
official language in three districts of Barak
Valley and Hojai district. In Hojai district
and for the Barak valley region, alongside
Bengali, which is also an official language
in the Barak Valley.

The state has 35 districts with S divisions.
Guwahati (containing the state capital
Dispur) is the largest city in northeastern
India. Assam is known for Assam tea and
Assam silk. The state was the first site for
oil drilling in Asia. Assam is home to the
one-horned Indian rhinoceros, along with

the wild water buffalo, pygmy hog, tiger and
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various species of Asiatic birds, and provic.ies
one of the last wild habitats for th‘e A?e.lan
elephant. The Assamese economj.r is aided
by wildlife tourism to Kazirana !\Iauonal Park
and Manas National Park, which we World
Heritage Sites, Dibru-Saikhowa National
Park is famed for its feral horses.. Sal tree
forests are found in the state which, as a
result of abundant rainfall, look gree.n all
year round. Assam receive.s mf)re rainfall
than most parts of India; this rain fe.eds the
Bramapurtra River, whose tnb}ltanes: and
oxbow lakes provide the.reglo.n with a
distinctive hydro-geomorphic environment.
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
